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Innovation is a crucial way of achieving competitiveness, high economic development and growth.  Chesbrough (2003) defines innovation as an open system allowing companies to search for useful ideas to leverage their businesses. Today we have the new logic of business.  In this new logic of business, value is associated with experience environments entailing included-centric interaction with products, process and people.  According to Prahalad & Ramaswamy (2004), value creation process is centred on experience co-creation that enables co-creation of experiences of valued outcomes.  In this talk, the speaker talks about the importance of co creation of value for production engineering companies and how this can be achieved.  
Dr. Lorna Uden is a Professor in the Faculty of Computing, Engineering and Technology at Staffordshire University in the UK. She has published over 150 papers in conferences, journals, chapters of books and workshops.  She co-authored the book, ‘Technology and Problem - Based Learning’, published by IGI publishers. 
Professor Uden is program committee member for many international conferences and workshops. She is on the editorial board of several international journals and  is editor of the International Journal of Web Engineering and Technology (IJWET) and the International Journal of Learning Technology (IJLT), published by Inderscience, UK. 
Professor Uden is also visiting professor to universities in Australia, China, Finland, Italy, Malaysia, Slovenia, Spain, South Africa and Taiwan. She has been keynote speaker at several international conferences. On the international front, she collaborates widely with colleagues worldwide.  She was conference chair for the KMO2007 conference in Italy and also for KMO2008 in Finland. 
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
